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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S COMMENTARY

MOVING FROM “WHATEVER” TO A PASSION FOR LIFE

“Whatever.” A client may not say
it, but we can often tell by the
blank look in her eyes that she has
no interest in connecting.

Somehow, somewhere—she has
been robbed. At some point in
her life, her passion for living, her
excitement over a bright future—
was stolen.

As she awaits her pregnancy
test result, her answers to our
questions reflect an apathy
that tells us, “lt doesn’t matter
anymore.”

“Whatever” means that regardless
of the outcome of this pregnancy,
she no longer cares. In many
cases, she plans to parent her
child. In others, she plans to make
an appointment at an abortion
clinic.

Our role is to reach out; to engage
her. If we can give her the gift of
compassion and acceptance,
chances are that she will begin to
talk. When she shares her heart,
we are there to listen.

Our prayer is that she will begin
to see love—perhaps for the first
time—and accept our offer to
walk with her during this crucial
time in her life.

From there, connection begins.
The “whatever” stare fades
and she engages as well
Conversations take place,
questions emerge. Emotions spill

out and so do tears—some of
pain, some of joy as she realizes
someone cares for her, just as she
is.

When she sees this acceptance,
hope results. She is free to share
her inner thoughts; those she held
inside for too long out of fear of
rejection.

From here, we can share truth;
about life and about the One who
loves her, Jesus Christ. More
often than not, this process takes
time—a lot of it. It’s an investment
we’re willing to make, because
when the eyes of a client turn
from apathy to a sparkle of hope,
change takes place.

The blank stare turns into a smile;
and now the question is no longer
whether she will carry this child to
term, but is now “What is best for
this baby?”

That’s why we do what we do.
Our ministry is not about winning
social or political battles, and it is
certainly not about staking out a
position in a debate.

Instead, we are about offering
hope. We know that hope opens
the door to positive decisions,
and hope turns around shattered
lives.

So when we see that stare of
apathy—of “whatever”—we know
she has found the right place.
We're here to connect, because
hope is on the way.
